Access landings at the end of most modular 
ramps currently represent one of the largest 
access code violations in the modular building 
construction industry. When a new modular 
building is constructed, it is generally the landing 
that fails to meet State and Federal Code 
Standards. Concrete and asphalt rarely solves 
these problems due to improper grade levels and 
required maneuverable level surface areas.

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Landing Access Points

A. This area requires a maneuverable level clearance 
at the bottom of ramp transitions. Relocatable 
building codes require minimum clearance areas of 
60Ó x 60Ó providing a level, safe and stable surface 
prior to accessing the ramp.

B. Most modular building ramps are installed with a 
vertical rise of two or more inches at the end of 
the ramp. This requires modiÞcation by the owner 
to comply with model building access code laws.

C. Code laws stipulate that handrails are required 
to be the full length of the ramp run, plus 
extensions. The extended handrail is required to 
be 12Ó beyond the ramp run and must be parallel 
to the landing surface.
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CODE WIZARD SAYS...
Q. Why donÕt asphalt landings  
generally satisfy access code laws?

A. Typically, asphalt landings 
are difÞcult to shape in the 
Þeld and conform to the 
strict code standards for 
maneuverable clearance areas. 
The landing platform often 
slopes off at a grade greater 
than 1:12 and doesnÕt provide the 
necessary level surface area.
